Project unit 4: England magazine
In this project you are going to make your own magazine about England! We’ve learned about lots of English-speaking countries, but haven’t focused on England itself; this project is a good way to get to know this country a bit more.
[image: ]Follow these easy steps and schedule! 
1. Make groups of 2 or 3 (no exceptions)
2. Choose one of the following regions: 
· Greater London
· South East
· South West
· West Midlands
· [bookmark: _GoBack]North West
· North East
· Yorkshire and the Humber
· East Midlands
· East England (often called East Anglia)
Only 3 groups per region are allowed.
3. In your magazine, write about at least three of the following subjects in these regions:
a. General information (history, population)
b. Most important sights
c. Most important cities
d. Going on holiday in your region
e. Typical food
4. Write 2 articles per person of 200 words each.
5. Include a front page, pictures, a puzzle, a cartoon and at least one advertisement that fits your region (this means you will have at least 5 pages).
You may find these on the internet, but include a source.
6. Pictures can’t be more than a quarter of a page, except on your front page
Tip: You can for example write a quiz about the most important sights or make a travel blog about going on holiday. The articles don’t need to be boring informative texts! It’s not something you usually see in a magazine anyway 
7. Schedule you might want to follow:
a. Lesson 1: 
i. Make groups
ii. Choose a region.
iii. Think of a name for your magazine
iv. Divide your work and start looking for information online
b. Lesson 2:
i. Work on getting more information
ii. Start writing your articles
c. Lesson 3:
i. Finish your articles
ii. Find pictures 
iii. Work on puzzle, advertisement or cartoon
d. At home:
i. Finish your magazine
ii. Print it out (If possible, in colour please)
e. [image: ]Hand it in on paper with a staple in the left top corner

End product should include:
1. Front page with your names, class and the name of your magazine
2. 4 more pages with:
a. 2 articles of 200 words each per person
b. a puzzle
c. an advertisement
d. a cartoon
e. pictures
